The Academy Awards, mostly known as the Oscars, are awards for artistic and technical merit 
in the film industry. This year they have been given for the 92nd time. There are 24 awards given, 
such as “Best actor, best actress, best director, best-animated feature” and many more. 
A surprising winner was Parasite, a film nominee from South Korea, which won the “Best Picture 
Award”, and became the first International Feature Film nominee and winner. Parasite has won 
4 awards including “Best Picture and Best Original Screenplay. “Irishman” was nominated for 10 
categories, but did not win any awards which was an unexpected situation because people were 
certain it would win some awards.
Leonardo DiCaprio did not win the “Best Actor” awards for his acting in the movie “Once Upon 
A Time In Hollywood”, but his co-worker Brad Pitt won “Best Supporting Actor” with his role 
as “Cliff Booth”. “Best Supporting Actress” was given to Laura Dern for her acting in the movie 
“Marriage Story”, this was her first Oscar. 
”Best Actor” was won by Joaquin Phoenix which played the character Joker in the movie “Joker”. 
This was his first Oscar. Renée Zellweger won the “Best Actress” award in the movie “Judy”, this 
was also her first Oscar.
Bong Joon-ho has won “Best Director” with his movie Parasite. “Best Original Music Score” was 
given to Hildur Guonadottir for the movie Joker. She was the first female composer to take home 
this oscar in more than 20 years. (I’m Gonna) Love Me Again won “Best Original Song”, this song 
was written by Bernie Taupin and was performed by Elton John.
